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When asked to choose a topic, your first question might be “What should I talk
about?” A quick and easy way to find a good topic is to choose something that you
know a lot about or that really interests you. For example:

An Experience You Remember Vividly

Example
A student who had gone for a hot-air balloon ride while on vacation in Australia
spoke enthusiastically about hot-air balloons.

Something You Care a Lot About
Example

A student who had come to the United States from Poland at the age of eighteen
gave an excellent speech about problems facing immigrants in a new country.

Something at Which You Are Skilled or Experienced
Example
Having worked for her father, a businessman who bought and sold emeralds in

Colombia, a student gave a terrific speech about emeralds.

Something About Which You Are Knowledgeable
Example '

A stmdent who had been collecting stamps since he was nine years old made an
excellent speech about the history of the postage stamp.

The informative speeches described above were particularly good because the
students chose topics they were really interested in and that they already knew
something about. Think about your special interests, hobbies, or personal
experiences, and you will have no trouble choosing a topic.
